The University of Alabama at Birmingham (UAB) consistently offers unique, affordable and 
flexible public health programs. UAB is striving to solve problems and invest in research. The 
UAB School of Public Health is accredited by the CEPH. The Department of Biostatistics at 
UAB offers multiple exciting graduate programs to eligible prospective students.  
 
The MS in biostatistics program is offered in a primarily in-class format, but students may 
have the option to take a class online. The degree is for those interested in pursing careers in 
research management, statistical analysis or to further their education through a PhD 
program.  
 
The biostatistics department at UAB additionally offers a MS in public health in clinical and 
translational science. This is an applied statistics degree but has a focus on public health.
